How to write a dive article for Divezone

Hi there. Thanks so much for taking the time to contribute to our diving community. The aim of Divezone articles is to provide useful and objective information to divers that are looking for their next dive destination. We aim for high quality, reliable and original content. Here are our guidelines for all new reviews:
· The text of the article should be original. So no copy and paste from any other website on the web. If so, Google will classify the page as “Duplicate content” and it will no longer be displayed in search results.
· The article should be as accurate and objective as possible. We don’t say coral is awesome if it is just average, that the visibility is 40m if it is only 10m or that there is a “Whale Shark Season” if you see one only every two years ;-).
· If you have photos that go with the article (5 underwater pictures and 5 above water pictures, min size 1000px should be good), it would be really great and I would be happy to publish them on divezone.net (of course with the photographer’s permission).
· If possible, it would be great if you could write a short description to describe the main dive sites (from 5 to 10 dive sites) so I can add a list of dive sites to the article. For the dive site descriptions, please download Template Dive Sites.xls to fill this out.
I hope this is ok for you. If the page is useful, accurate and neutral it will be linked by other blogs, forums... and will be read by many divers. Hopefully this will make your destination more popular (and therefore, more people visiting your page!).
Please sign the review with your name. If you’d like, you can add one link to your website/blog/flickr album from your review. 
You don’t have to fill all the sections below but please fill out all the useful information you have. You could also include good tips like a great dive centre you have been diving with or an amazing hotel where you stayed (but again, please remain objective as we are not a commercial site).
